Recipe of the Month
 
With tea parties still the hot topic this spring we’ve asked Head Chef Anton Manganaro to share his 
famous macaroon recipe with you. Often served as a dessert canapé here at 195, they are a very 
popular item on our seasonal menu… 
 

 

Ingredients:
400g ground almonds
440g icing sugar
200g egg whites

280g caster sugar

Sieve almonds and icing sugar together twice so 

it’s a fine powder. Put the eggs in a bowl and whip 

together with the caster sugar until light and fluffy. 

Fold the wet and dry ingredients together until it’s 

a creamy consistency with a shine. Pipe the 

mixture onto greaseproof paper on a baking tray 

and allow to dry for up to 3 hours until a light crust 

has appeared on the top. Place in the oven and 

bake 12 minutes at 180ºc. Leave to cool.

 
For the Ganache:
200g of double cream
200g white chocolate 

Boil 200g double cream in a saucepan and slowly pour onto 200g of melted white chocolate. Whisk 

together until pipeable. Match up the macaroons into pairs and pipe the ganache onto each 

macaroon and sandwich together. 

For the best results freeze and defrost on day of consumption…and enjoy!
