This year’s ceremony, which makes a welcome return following a one year absence, champions excellence and above all, encourage Scotland to be seen as a beacon of creative inspiration and quality.
NEDS a film which film tells the story of John McGill, a teenage boy growing up in 1970s Scotland received four nominations. Conor McCarron received a nod for his debut performance in Actor/Actress – film category, Peter Mullan is up for best Writer and Director and NEDS is in the running for Feature Film category.

The Actor/Actress – Film award is set to be hotly contested with nominations for James Cosmo and Brian Pettifer for their roles in Donkeys and Conor McCarron for NEDS. 

David MacKenzie received two nominations for Perfect Sense, a film which sees a chef and a scientist fall in love as an epidemic begins to rob people of their sensory perceptions, in the running for best Director and Feature Film. 

Winners will be announced at a star studded ceremony which is set to illuminate Glasgow’s Radisson Blu hotel on Sunday 13 November 2011.
