SIR CHRISTOPHER LEE:  I do feel a little bit like the man who said, "I can't wait to hear what I've got to say", and I'll do my best.
Wise and generous members of the committee, my fellow thespians, many of whom are involved in this, I thank you all.  This is a truly great honour, a great, great honour.  Two things, really, make it so:  The fact that this was voted to me by my peers; and secondly, that I received it from one of the great directors of our age.
I think there was a newspaper this morning that said I was probably going to cry, something I don't very often do, in films, at any rate.  But it is a very emotional moment for me.  I am thankful that I don't follow in the steps of the great Stanley Kubrick, whose award was posthumous.  And I would like to say that this is without a doubt the finest image I've ever had.
