1. Entries will be accepted from 25 February 2011. The closing date for submissions is 25 March 2011 at 5pm.

3. Submission of a script confirms the entrant's acceptance of the terms and rules:

4. Submission will only be accepted in hard copy in the format outlined below, accompanied by a signed submission form and proof of payment.

5. Each script submission (per extract submitted) must include a £5.00 (five pounds) non-refundable fee. Payments must be made in UK Sterling, by cheque made out to Rocliffe Ltd from a UK Bank or via PayPal (Go to www.rocliffe.com – Script Application page), and including the confirmation email with your script. 

6. We charge one submission fee per script. We will accept a maximum of three submissions per writer, however each submission will incur an admin fee of five pounds.
