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BAFTA New York Board  Elections 2014

The Application Process

BAFTA New York’s nomination procedures afford all nominees a reasonable, equal and fair opportunity to communicate their qualifications to the Members. Prospective candidates are expected to conduct themselves in a collegial manner consistent with the spirit of BAFTA New York. 
The Application for Board Member Candidacy must be submitted/returned by email to operationsny@bafta.org no later than close of business on Thursday April 25th 2014. Any applications received after the deadline will not be accepted.  BAFTA New York is not responsible for any technical or service problems that might interfere with timely submission of an application and candidates are encouraged to submit their applications in advance of the stated deadline to avoid any potential issues.
All applications will be reviewed for accuracy.  The Elections Oversight Committee will contact candidates if there are any questions regarding their application and request revisions if needed for purposes of accuracy and consistency. 
Candidates must indicate their particular skills in support of their application highlighting how their contribution and commitment as a Board member would enhance BAFTA New York’s goals and be able to demonstrate relevant experience suitable for a designated Committee of the Board.  
It is expected that candidates should have at least 5 years of relevant industry experience.  

Candidates must supply a 300-word statement in support of their candidacy.  The candidate statements must clearly and accurately reflect the candidate's relevant experience and will be subject to verification.  As a guide, it is expected that at least half of the candidate statement would be biographical in nature and highlight any experience with the British film, television, interactive or related industries.  

The Election Oversight Committee suggests candidates declare their intentions with due consideration - ‘promises’ or ‘guarantees’ in candidate campaign statements may not be appropriate.  Blanket canvassing of voting members by email or telephone is not appropriate.

The Elections Oversight Committee reserves the right to modify applications in the event the candidate’s statement exceeds the 300-word limit.  The Committee in its discretion will either delete excess words in such a manner that the substance of the candidate’s statement is not materially altered or will delete all words in excess of 300.
All candidates will have the opportunity to review their Online Ballot Profile before elections commence.  The period for review will be no less than 24 hours and may be more depending on when the candidate’s application is submitted and the extent and nature of questions and revisions, if any, that may arise.  
During the review period, candidates may only make minor changes to correct typographical errors or to respond to questions and comments from the Elections Oversight Committee. 
The dissemination of any materials, other than the Application for Board Member Candidacy that is solely distributed by BAFTA New York to the Members is not permissible.
