Eleven of this year’s winners have won a BAFTA before (including Meryl Streep)
John Richardson wins this year for Special Visual Effects for Harry Potter and The Deathly Hallows - Part 2. He has won once before in 1987 for Aliens (1986).
Sue Goffe wins this year for Short Animation for A Morning Stroll, she has won twice before, once for Short Animation JoJo in the Stars, and secondly a British Academy Children’s Award for the short film Lost and Found.
Pedro Almodóvar and Agustin Almodóvar win Film Not in the English Language for The Skin I Live In. This is Pedro’s fifth BAFTA win (All About My Mother and Talk to Her, both won him two awards) and Augustin’s third (All About My Mother and Talk to Her).
Dante Ferretti wins this year for Production Design for Hugo. He has won this category three times before for Ferretti has won this award three times before (The Aviator, Interview with the Vampire and The Adventures of Baron Munchausen)

Eric Fellner and Tim Bevan win for both Senna in Documentary and Tinker Tailor Soldier Spy in Outstanding British Film. They have won twice before for Atonement (Best Film) and Elizabeth (Alexander Korda Award for Best British Film).
Paddy Considine and Diarmid Scrimshaw win their second BAFTA for Outstanding Debut by a British Writer, Director or Producer, their first was for their Short Film Dog Altogether (2007) in 2008.
Asif Kapadia wins for Senna in Documentary. He has won twice before for his film The Warrior (2002), which was awarded the Alexander Korda Award for Best British Film and the Carl Foreman Award for the Most Promising Newcomer in 2003.
