FEARNE COTTON:  Ralph Fiennes, hello.
A.	Hello.

Q.	Your directing debut award tonight, you are nominated.  You must be thrilled about this.
A.	I am thrilled.  I am thrilled on behalf of everyone who helped make the film that we are representing here.

Q.	Acting in Coriolanus and directing it, what sort of challenges did you face, doing both?
A.	Well, as you would imagine, doing two roles, being behind the camera, having to look at shots and performances and then going in front, it was hard.  I knew it would be hard, and there were days when it felt like a car crash of two -- two heads, but I had extraordinary support from people who helped me to get there, who gave me critical feedback on the performance.  Barry Ackroyd behind the camera, cinematographer, amazing genius.  So having a -- a shorthand of communication with Barry was a huge part of it too.  So many, many people helped.
