A.	I laughed at that.  But I am just -- a glass of champagne and a good night's sleep.

A.	Isn't that boring?

Q.	No, you know what --
A.	I got something: great chocolate.

Q.	With that in mind, we have something here for you just in case.
A.	Are you serious?  That is so funny.

Q.	We got some tiddly BAFTAs for you.
A.	I love this.  We had some chocolate in the film, but --
