The individuals put forward should be those responsible for the most significant and outstanding effects within the film. The split between special and visual effects should be a reflection of the proportion of effects within the film achieved by each craft. Only in exceptional circumstances should the nominees be all special effects craftspeople or all visual effects craftspeople. BAFTA recommends that senior Special and Visual Effects Supervisors are fully consulted in the process of selecting nominees.

VFX or SFX producers, coordinators and executives are not normally eligible unless it can be shown that they are also directly and creatively responsible for the effects achieved.
