In 2007, along with 80 colleagues, Tim left to found a new agency, United Agents, where he continues to represent a large roster of clients including some of the finest writers, directors and producers in the country.  A long-time BAFTA member, he joined its Television Committee in 2005, became the Committee’s Deputy Chairman in 2008 and subsequently Deputy Chairman of the Academy in 2009.
