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FRESH STARS COME OUT TO SHINE

AT THE BAFTA IN SCOTLAND NEW TALENT AWARDS

Tonight (Thursday, 24th March 2011) the Glasgow Film Theatre was illuminated by Scotland’s emerging stars at the BAFTA in Scotland New Talent Awards 2011. Hosted by Kaye Adams, the awards recognised the very best new talent in the moving image industries in Scotland. 

The BAFTA in Scotland New Talent Awards are open to new work made by students and first-time contributors and highlight the future of Scottish film, television and digital media.

The night belonged to Lou McLoughlan who picked up two awards for Best Director: Short Form and Best Student Work for Caring for Calum, a moving portrait of a man looking after his father in the Scottish Highlands. 
Highlights from the event saw Hanna Stanbridge scoop the Best Actor/Actress award for her role as street-smart Petronella in Edinburgh –based horror film, Outcast, which also stars Kate Dickie and James Cosmo. 

Best Animation was awarded to Out on the Tiles, a stop-motion animation written and directed by Edinburgh College of Art student, Anna Pearson. Out on the Tiles follows the story of an inebriated woman who pays a visit to the ladies toilet in order to have a cheeky cigarette.
Other awards went to: Pete MacDonald for Best Original Music; Lyrical Spread, written, directed and produced by Ian Robertosn picked up Best Experimental/Art; the Technical Achievement Award went to Julian Schwanitz for Director of Photography; Best Writer went to Keith Grantham, Graham Hughes and Graeme McGeagh for The Big Slick; Best Producer: Short Form went to Naysun Alae-Carew for Zombie Musical. Sarah Drummond took home Best Producer: Fiction or Factual for Mum’s Birthday.

BAFTA in Scotland believes that the future lies in rewarding excellence in the industry, championing innovation, and above all encouraging Scotland to be seen as a beacon of creative inspiration and quality, and to this end the New Talent Awards are a perfect demonstration of this.
